Rosa Parks: The Woman Who Made History
In 1913, in Tuskagee, Alabama, Rosa McCauley was born. When she was child, her mother separated from her husband, and they moved to Montgomery, a county of Alabama. In 1932, she married a barber Raymond Parks and she took his last name, so she was known as Rosa Parks. With this name, she became a famous woman, who fought to defend the civil rights for black people. She had the courage and dedication to make this country different and better than it was, so she is known as the pioneer of the civil rights movement.

On December 1ST 1955, Rosa left her job at the Montgomery Fair, a department   store   where she worked.  As she did every night, she   got on the bus, and sat at the back of the bus in the “black section”.  When the bus became full and it didn’t have any empty seats, the bus driver   instructed   her to give up her seat to a white person.  She refused to give up her seat, and she said:  “I don’t think I should have to stand up.”  During this time, under the law, she had to give up the seat to a white person if she was asked by   the bus driver.  Since she refused to give up the seat, she was arrested and put into the jail.

Rosa Parks’ action started a movement to fight for the treatment received for African Americans every day. This movement defended the rights of black peoples against racism, and segregation. Many people joined her in this fight.  Outraged and disgusted by so much injustice for violation the civil black rights, the Baptist Pastor Martin Luther King organized a series of protests against racial segregation on buses and in all public places that lasted a year. This protest went to the nation’s Supreme Court, and it was   declared   that racial segregation was against the constitutional rights. Finally a year later, in 1956, the government abolished any type of discrimination on transportation and public places.
Not doubt Miss. Parks has always been an example of how far we can go when we join forces, even when we find many difficulties on the road. She taught us that human power is in the unity, and we are always strong when we are together. She was convinced she was right and fought hard,   and she showed to the whole nation, that their rights should be respected. The act of Rosa Parks´ became and important symbol of the modern civil right movement in the whole world, and she is known as an icon of resistance to the racial segregation. Her example has been taken by many organizations around the world, which has been defending   the civil rights.
I think she taught me to understand how important is to be confident when I am defending my own right, or the rights of others, so her example has helped me to have more strength when defending of those  unjustly mistreated.

In conclusion, Rosa Parks was the woman who her action changed a whole nation´s point of view, and she will forever be an example for all the people in the world.
